ABCs of Fertilizer Management (in Spanish):

This all-day workshop on fertilizer management will be conducted in Spanish by Dr. Raul Cabrera of Texas A&M University. The overall goal is to provide training on how to optimize fertilizer use, minimize the cost associated with labor and fertilizer products, improve worker safety around fertilizers, and minimize nutrient leaching from production areas. In addition, greenhouse and nursery managers can register for the "train-the-trainer" option that will provide additional educational materials for their nursery training programs. For an additional $25, trainers will receive the PowerPoint presentation used and a DVD recording of the day’s sessions. This program will be divided into five parts:
1) Introduction to Plant Nutrition. We will discuss the essential plant nutrients and how deficiency symptoms are expressed so that growers can troubleshoot nutritional problems in their crops. We will also discuss how environmental conditions and cultural practices influence nutrient uptake and utilization by plants.

2) Fertilizer Management. The different types of fertilizers will be described -granular, organic, liquid and coated Controlled Release Fertilizers (CRFs). The proper use and storage of fertilizers will be explained. The benefits and disadvantages of each fertilizer type will be discussed, as well as the dos and don’ts of applications, fertilizer incompatibilities in liquid fertilizers, and custom fertilizers for different plant needs.

3) Irrigation Management. Proper fertilizer management includes proper irrigation practices. We will discuss how proper irrigation practices can improve fertilizer uptake into plants and minimize fertilizer runoff from production sites.
4) Measuring and Evaluating Media, Water and Fertilizer. We will provide hands-on demonstrations of cost-effective, portable equipment which can be used to measure media and water quality. This will include electrical conductivity meters and pH meters.

5) Fertilizer Injectors. We will provide information on the various types of fertilizer injectors that can be used in small and large operations. There will also be a hands-on demonstration of a fertilizer injector and the basic concepts of this equipment.
